· A team entry form.  Please provide your team’s name and jersey colour (please note that numbered jerseys are not necessary, but every member of the team must wear the same colour shirt) as well as the names of every player.  These forms can be updated with additional players up to the time that the tournament begins.  However, at least 8 players must be included at the time of registration.
· An informed consent form.  By the time that the tournament begins, the form must be signed by every player on your team roster (in the case of players under the age of 18, a parent or legal guardian must sign the form on their behalf).
Please be advised that players in the tournament must be born no later than December 31, 1996.
Each team roster must include at least 2 female players (note that at least 2 female players must be present on the field at all times).
The team entry fee of $200 must be paid in full at the time of registration.  Make cheques payable to Zambia Mission Fund Canada.  The fee is non-refundable, except in the event of a full cancellation due to inclement weather.  In that case, the entire entry fee will be refunded.  However, be advised that we have secured the field for Sunday, June 6 as a backup day.  Any games cancelled on the 5th will be rescheduled to the following day, and the teams expected to participate.  Only in the event of both days being completely cancelled will a refund be issued.

Deadline for registration is Saturday, May 29.  There are only 12 spaces available for interested teams, and these will be taken on a first come first served basis, so hurry to secure your spot.  Completed entrance forms can be submitted to the Glen Elm Church of Christ office (1825 Rothwell St. Regina).
